Making connections to FO2800/FO2850 TX

Please refer to Connection Diagram on quick start poster for illustration.

Connect video source device to FO2800/F0O2850 TX using HDMI to HDMI
cable, or DVI to HDMI cable if the video source has DVI output (ex: PC or
Media Center). Use HDMI IN connector on FO2800/FO2850 TX.
Connect stereo audio source device to FO2850 TX Audio In connector.,

If PC or Media Center is one of your source devices, connect it to FO2850
TX using a USB type A-B cable. Use connector labeled USB to PC.
Connect IR emitter cable (cable provided) to FO2800/FO2850 TX IR
output connector. Place emitter on the IR sensor window of the source
device you intend to control. Note: If you want to control multiple source
devices using IR, we are compatible with Xantech IR connection blocks.
Connect Power to FO2800/F02850 TX using provided power adapter.

Making connections to FO2800/F02850 RX

Connect FO2800/FO2850 RX, HDMI output, to HDTV HDMI input, using
provided HDMI cable.

Connect FO2850 RX stereo audio output to HDTV audio input or to a
separate audio playback device’s input(ex: PC speaker system, or wall
mounted powered speaker). Note: The audio and video source do not
have to be the same device.

Connect a USB keyboard or USB mouse to FO2850 RX USB K/M
connector. This connection allows control of PC or Media Center using
the USB keyboard/mouse. We recommend using a combo wireless USB
keyboard/mouse, so you c¢an sit back from HDTV. Note: The USB
connector only supports USB keyboard, USB mouse, or combo USB
keyboard/mouse devices that use a single USB connector. No USB Hub
support.



4. Connect IR sensor cable (cable provided) to IR input connector of
FO2800/FO2850RX. Secure sensor to top, side, or bottom of HDTV, so
that it can be easily seen by IR remote controls.

5. Connect Power to FO2800/F0O2850 RX using provided power adapter.

Connecting FO2800/FO2850 TX and RX using DLI fiber optic cable

1. Plan how to connect the fiber cable to the FO2800/FO2850 TX and RX
unit. The fiber cable can be run aleng floor boards, in the crack of
walls/ceiling, along the wall, etc. Plan to secure fiber cable to the wall
using invisible tape, clear silicon, or other form of adhesive. Avoid using
nails or staples as they may damage the fiber cable.

2. Connect fiber cable to FO2800/F02850 RX, using DLI connector. Keep
the spool of cable together.

3. Connect fiber cable to FO2800/FO2850 TX, using DLI connector. Keep
any excess cable on the provided spool and leave it near the TX unit.
Note: If the provided 30M cable is not long enough, there are longer
cables available for purchase.

4. When successful connection has been made, the blue LEDs on the Tx
and Rx devices will appear solid {not blinking).

5. Once successful connection has been made, begin to secure fiber cable
to wall, etc.

Testing connections

1. HDMI test — Turn HDMI source device {DVD player, etc.) and HDTV on.
The HDTV should be set to the HDMI input the FO2800/F0O2850 is
plugged into. Note: Make sure the source device is in 10801, 720p, or
480p playback mode. If the source device is a PC, then make sure the
PC video card resolution is set to a supperted level. The FO2800/F02850
also supports select high definition DVD players capable of 1080p (24fps)
playback mode.

2. Audio test — Turn stereo audic source device and stereo audio playback
devices on.

3. USB test — With PC or Media Center as source device, check to see if the
USB keyboard or mouse (connected at FO2800 RX) can control the PC.

4. IR test — Make sure the IR emitter is pointed at the video/audio source
device you want to control. Go to HDTV and try to control the device
using its remote control. The IR signals should be received by the IR
sensor on the HDTV and emitted using the IR emitter pointed at the
source device.
